Le futur- The future tense
There are two types of future tenses :

1. Le futur proche (The Near Future tense) which is used when an action ‘is going’ to happen soon in the future.
2. Le futur simple (The simple future tense) which is used when an action ‘will’ happen further into the future.

1. Le Futur Proche- The Near Future Tense

This is formed by using the verb ‘aller’ (to go) and then the infinitive form of a verb:
Aller (to go)
Je vais (I am going)


nous allons 
(we are going)

Tu vas (you are going)


vous allez 
(you plural are going)
Il va
(he is going)



ils vont 
(they-boys are going)

Elle va (she is going)


elles vont 
(they- girls are going)
Examples:
· I am going

to play

Je vais

jouer

· You are going
to sell

Tu vas


vendre

· He is going

finish

Il va 


finir

2. Le Futur Simple -The Simple Future Tense

To form this tense:
· Take your infinitive
(The infinitive is the original form of the verb before it is put into any tense. It means ‘to play’ or ‘to listen’ or ‘to choose’ etc. It always ends in either ‘ER’, ‘IR’ or ‘RE’.) 
· Add the future tense endings to the infinitive:
je ____ai                                     nous ______ons

tu ____as                                    vous ______ez

il _____a                                     ils ________ont

elle ___a                                      elles ______ont

(These endings are the same as those for the verb ‘avoir-to have’)

EXAMPLES:
I will eat 

(manger- to eat) = 

je mangerai
He will choose 
(choisir- to choose) = 
il choisira
We will lose (perdre- to lose) = 
nous perdrons    (*note: take off the ‘E’ off ‘RE’ verbs first)
For Irregular Verbs:
· Instead of taking the infinitive, you must use the future stem of the verb and then add on your future tense endings as usual:

	Verb in infinitive form

EXAMPLES: 

I will be
(être- to be) = 
je serai



He will have
(avoir- to have) = 
il aura



She will do
(faire- to do) = 
elle fera
