Making Nouns Plural
Just like we do in English, to make a noun in French plural you add the letter ‘s’ e.g.
· the cat-> the cats
· le chat-> les chats
· la fille-> les filles
· l’oncle-> les oncles
However, you must learn these rules:
1. You cannot add ‘s’ to a noun that ends with ‘s/ z/ x’
e.g. 	le bras (the arm)-> les bras (the arms)
	le nez (the nose)-> les nez (the noses)
	la voix (the voice)-> les voix (the voices)

2. Nouns ending in ‘al’ change to ‘aux’
e.g. 	le journal (the newspaper)-> les journaux (the newspapers)

3. Nouns ending in ‘eau’ or ‘eu’ add the letter ‘x’
e.g. 	le bureau (the office)-> les bureaux (the offices)
